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1. Remove all furniture and personal property from the property. 

2. Remove all trash from the property including but not limited to the dwelling, yards, garage, and trash bins. 

3. Clean all appliances thoroughly including but not limited to the oven, stove, dishwasher, microwave, refrigerator, washer and dryer.

A. Please be careful not to tear the vinyl flooring or scratch the tile when moving the appliances.

B. Replace any burnt-out appliance bulbs.

4. Garbage disposal must be clean of debris and operating. 

5. Clean the stove drip pans (replace if necessary) and underneath the stove top (it lifts up from the front).  Use a non-abrasive pad and cleanser on the ceramic and glass stove-tops. 

6. Clean the interior and exterior of all the cabinets and drawers in the kitchen.  Remove any contact or shelf paper. 

7. Wash all windows inside and out.  Dust off window screens. 

A. Remove window screens where needed.  Be careful not to bend the window screen. 

B. Vacuum the tracks where the windows and patio door slide.  Remove all debris (dead flies, insects, etc.)

C. Repair or replace any damaged window screens.

D. Replace any cracked or broken windows. 

8. Vacuum the carpets including the corners and edges between the carpet and the wall.

9. You may clean or contract to have the carpets cleaned, if you know what you are doing. However, it may be less expensive for the landlord to clean the carpets and charge your security deposit than it is to pay for the replacement of damaged or destroyed carpet. 

A. Do not use steam cleaners (it fries the carpet fiber and strips out the protective chemicals that resist soiling.) 

10. If you need to do some touch-up painting, please use the correct color and sheen of paint with the correct wall. 

A. Never use flat paint on semi-gloss or vice versa.  It could be more cost effective for the landlord to touch up the walls correctly and bill you then to use the wrong paint and have to pay for a complete re-paint. 

11. Clean or dust all blinds, ceiling fans, light fixtures, built-in shelves and anything else that attracts dust and dirt in the dwelling. 

12. All blinds should be operational.  (Open and close, go up and down, or move left and right.)

A. Broken and/or damaged blinds will be charged to the tenant’s security deposit.

13. Clean all bathrooms thoroughly.  Use disinfectant if necessary. 

14. Replace all burnt out light bulbs throughout the property. 

15. Replace all air conditioner filters unless the filter is a permanent filter. 

16. If you are responsible for the yard maintenance, mow, trim, edge, weed, and water the lawn. 

17. If you have a pet, repair or replace any damage done by the pet. 

A. Pick up any pet feces. 

18. Remove any personal property that you installed without the landlord’s authorization or that was not approved by the landlord and restore the property back to its original condition. 

19. Repair or replace any holes behind doors, fractured door frames and/or splintered doors. (This may be best left to the landlord who will bill you for the repair.)

Labor costs are as follows:

-Cleaning: $25 - $35 per hour 

-Handyman Repairs: $35 - $45 per hour 

-Maintenance Repairs: $35 - $45 per hour 

-Yard / Lawn Service: $20 - $30 per hour

-Plumbing Maintenance Repair: $67.50 per hour

-Air Conditioning / HVAC Repair: $87.50 per hour 

-Glass, window and screen repair: as needed 

Keep in mind these are only estimates.  Actual costs may vary.  The labor costs do not include materials. 
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
